
Shire of West Arthur 

Darkan is the administrative centre of the Shire and has most of the facilities needed by visitors.  Tourist information is available at the Shire offices on 
Burrowes Street.  Toilets are located on the railway reserve opposite the Roadhouse.  The West Arthur Community Resource Centre provides many services 
including internet access, a library and health services.

Arthur River is the historical centre of the Shire and is where the first settlements occurred.  There are public toilets and a roadhouse providing fuel and food.  A walk around the historical precinct 
makes for a pleasant way to stretch your legs.  
Duranillin is a small town in the centre of the Shire servicing the local farming community.  A small shop supplies farm goods, basic food supplies and alcohol.  Toilets are located near the Town Hall. 

Local Attractions 
Lake Towerrinning, located 35km 
south of Darkan,  is a large body of 
water connected to the Arthur 
River.  Suitable for water sports, 
swimming and picnicking.  
Camping is available at Lakeside 
camping. 
 
Located 10km north west of 
Darkan on the Quindanning Road, 
Six Mile Cottage is a timber slab 
cottage built in the early 1900s. 
The cottage is located in farm land 
and is open for public viewing. 
 
 
Explore our convict past and 
settlement history in the historic 
precinct of Arthur River, on 
Albany Highway.  Featuring the 
Old Mt Pleasant Inn, Post Office 
and Hall.  Toilet facilities and local 
shops. 

 
Collie Darkan Rail Trail  offers 
more than just the opportunity to 
stretch your legs when in Darkan.  
Walk, cycle or horse ride along this 
62 km trail which passes through 
bushland and picturesque 
farmland.  

 
The Shire of West Arthur is nestled 
between the golden Wheatbelt 
and the western edge of the Jarrah 
forest.  With so many nature 
reserves located in the shire, 
spring is a beautiful time to take a 
Wildflower drive 
 
The Darkan Townsite Heritage 
Trail starts at the Pioneer Hall (see 
map on reverse).  A 2.7 km walk it 
showcases the heritage of our 
town and the natural beauty of 
Nangip Creek. 
 
 
Start exploring  West Arthur in the 
town of Darkan.  The family 
friendly park in the centre of town 
has free gas BBQs, picnic areas, 
fitness equipment, a kids play 
area, free trampolines, a great 
skate park and BMX track.   
 
Come and see the spectacular 
night sky.  Explore vistas for 
Astrophotography or bring a 
telescope and practice some 
Astronomy.
